20 French Fry shipping boxes filled with pop tabs =  
approximately 1,000 lbs = ONE MILLION TABS! 



How does my school or organization start a pop tab collection? 
It’s so easy to collect pop tabs!  The tabs on aluminum cans can easily be removed by twist-
ing them back and forth until they break off.  Because the actual tabs are so small, they can 
be collected in many types of convenient containers, such as plastic baggies, buckets, water 
bottles and more!  Or, contact your local McDonald’s restaurant for empty French Fry ship-
ping boxes.  Twenty boxes filled with pop tabs equals ONE MILLION POP TABS!  If your 
school or group collects one million tabs, you could win a visit from Ronald McDonald!

What is the Cans for Kids program, and how can my school participate? 
The Cans for Kids program is a student recycling initiative between Evansville’s Ronald 
McDonald House and the Alcoa Foundation.  Participating schools receive curriculum materi-
als, recycling containers, and additional information as they strive to collect 1,000 pounds of 
aluminum cans (approximately 30,000 cans) to be eligible for a visit from Ronald McDonald.

How do we keep track of our total collection of tabs? 
It’s easiest to track your progress by weighing your collection and using the following guide: 
 

One pound = 1,000 Pop Tabs 
1,000 pounds = 1,000,000 Pop Tabs 

 

In addition, your local McDonald’s restaurant can supply empty French fry shipping boxes to 
assist your collection.  Twenty full boxes of pop tabs equals ONE MILLION POP TABS!  
 
Where do we turn in our pop tabs? 
You can redeem your tabs at any local recycling center; simply indicate that the collection is 
for Evansville’s Ronald McDonald House.  Checks should be made out to “RMHC of the Ohio 
Valley, Inc.” and mailed to the following address:

If you are interested in delivering your pop tabs to a recycling center periodically, please con-
tact the Ronald McDonald House so we can assist in tracking your progress toward 1,000,000 
tabs. 
 
If my group wants to collect pop tabs but does not want to strive for the visit from 
Ronald McDonald, where can we deliver our smaller quantities of tabs? 
Smaller quantities can be redeemed at a local recycling center; simply indicate that the col-
lection is for Evansville’s Ronald McDonald House.  Checks should be made out to “RMHC of 
the Ohio Valley, Inc.” and mailed to the address listed above.  Or, reasonable quantities can 
be delivered to the Ronald McDonald House in person during business hours (Monday 
through Friday from 8 a.m. to  5 p.m.).
